Policy

Workshops are first open to guild members followed by non-guild
members.

In order to guarantee your spot, workshop fees are required at time of
registration.

A premium may be charged to non-members.

Workshop location is determined by availability of facilities.
Commitment to workshops is at time of payment; therefore, we are
unable to offer a refund should you choose to cancel.

You may transfer your registration to another person but not to
another workshop at your discretion.

Should 0QG cancel the class, due to unforeseen circumstances, your fees
will be refunded in full.

0QG cancellation date will be two weeks prior to the workshop date.
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
